He has been posting thoughts and 
observations from his journey on Facebook of 
which the following are a couple of extracts 
plus a couple of the many photo montages.  
The photo count is 1200 so perhaps we will 
publish a special edition and I’m sure a 
presentation or two will be on the cards!

Day 25 - Today is a rest day, which works to 
join up where I have got to on the Camino with what I had booked in advance. I am in the 
small, friendly and pleasant town of Padron, pottering around and chilling out.  
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Yesterday, I was rather surprised by how few fellow pilgrims I saw on the road, given how 
many seemed to be pouring into Pontevedra a few days ago; indeed, for the vast majority 
of the time I was on my own, and I reckon I saw less than a dozen others heading my way all 
day. It reminded me of a question I was asked before I left about whether walking the 
Camino by myself would be lonely. 
 
It is true that there were a couple of days when I felt really homesick, but I don't think that's 
the same as feeling lonely. I have had plenty of human contact on the road, most of it 
welcome, and either way, I am quite content with my own company. However, I have 
missed the ordinary things of home and my shared life with Sally very much. 
 
It is notable that many of those I have seen have been pairs of people, and I can see why 
one might prefer to walk the Camino with a friend, family member or partner. After a hard 
day, when everything hurts and the prospect of doing the same tomorrow is far from 
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attractive, having another person to keep one's spirits up must help, even as it is arguably 
no bad thing to have to fall back upon one's own resources, and I expect my experience of 
discovering I am more physically and mentally resilient than I thought is not unusual. 
 
Yet, for me, there is something more. As a person of faith, prayer has been key to my 
journey. I have not had some kind of great revelation about prayer, or a 'road to Damascus' 
moment, but I have found God in the ordinary. In the quiet of an empty church, in loitering 
at the back as the Mass is celebrated, in moments on the road, I think I have rediscovered 
something of my own thirst for God. 
 
In Psalm 42, the author speaks of thirsting for God as they long to be part of the assembly 
walking in procession to the Jerusalem Temple. For me, this thirst isn't as dramatic and 
overwhelming as when I first came to faith, but is there in the ordinary and day-to-day. I 
know some argue prayer shouldn't become routine, but actually I think such ordinariness 
matters just as much as the domestic ordinariness I have missed. Unlike in human 
relationships, we don't add anything to God, but attending to that daily thirst is part of a 
healthy connection with God, I think. 
 
In short, while it hasn't been dramatic or earth-shattering, and thus in contrast to what 
some folk I have met have said they think pilgrimage is about, I have found my own thirst 
for God reignited and as necessary to get me through as the water and food my body needs 
each day. The challenge is to take this back into 'normal' life... 
 
Day 26 - Today is my penultimate day on the road, and I walked 11.7km to a beautiful 
farmhouse in a small village as my overnight stop. Tomorrow, I will continue on the final 
14km stretch to Santiago de Compostela, and it is exciting think I am nearly there at long 
last! 
I will miss the Camino. This has been one of the hardest things I have ever done, physically 
and mentally, but apart from the day I waded through an Atlantic storm(!), it has been a 
wonderful experience and one of the best times and achievements of my life. I am so glad I 
decided to do this and stuck at it, even with the blisters and achy muscles! 
 
I have visited some fantastic places in Portugal and Spain I had never even heard of 
beforehand, let alone thought to visit, met some fascinating people and spent time walking 
amid so much glorious scenery. The views in Viana in the north-west of Portugal, and this 
final stretch of Galicia from Pontevedra onwards, have been especially beautiful. 
 
I would have no hesitation in recommending the Camino Portugues to anyone who enjoys 
walking, though with hindsight I reckon 12 to 16 days is a more realistic estimate of the 
time needed to walk from Porto to Santiago than the 21 days I allowed. Also, if you go off-
peak as I have, hotels and holiday apartments are very affordable, and good food is not 
expensive here, even if like me you do not eat shellfish!

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The Sunshine Sensory Playgroup from Sue Knowles 

When Warren Park closed in the pandemic, never to reopen, our playgroup relocated to 
NMM Church.  Here, on a regular basis, families of deaf and visually impaired babies and 
preschool children come to enjoy a wide variety of activities.  Our aim is to immerse the 
children in a natural aural environment which will encourage them to listen and talk. 
Hearing aids are checked and supplies of batteries etc made available.  An information table 
with leaflets and books on relevant subject is there for parents to browse and borrow, while 
news about local and national events is highlighted. 
 
There are lots of toys, and each session we have craft activities and sand, water or play 
dough available.  Each activity is planned to enrich the children’s access to speech. 
The babies enjoy “Baby Beats” a fun musical approach which helps to develop a baby’s 
listening and language, while the toddlers have story time.  A snack session, very popular, is 
followed by nursery rhymes, action songs and singing games. 
 
The playgroup has enabled families to meet together and to share experiences in a 
supportive environment while helping their child develop listening, spoken language and 
communication skills plus have lots of fun.

We have had an email from Helen Cleaves who held a coffee and 
cake sale on 16th March for the British Heart Foundation.  From 
proceeds on the day and subsequent donations, Helen has now

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Repair 

You may have noticed that the central tile from Sarah Choi’s beautiful cross sculpture in the 
church has been missing.  It was discovered a few weeks ago in many pieces on the floor. 

I took it home and Dave painstakingly puzzled it together and glued it and has now stuck it 
back up, as he did once before with another tile that suffered the same fate but was not as 
badly damaged.  All the tiles have now been re-glued! 

The repairs can be seen (if you look closely) but we decided that it was important to see the 
cracks, in the style of Japanese Kintsugi pottery. 

Kintsugi ("golden joinery"), also known as kintsukuroi ("golden repair"), is the Japanese art 
of repairing broken pottery by mending the areas of breakage with urushi lacquer dusted or 
mixed with powdered gold, silver, or platinum.  As a philosophy, it treats breakage and 
repair as part of the history of an object, rather than something to disguise. 

We didn’t have any gold lacquer but felt that being able to see the cracks was a fitting 
reminder that God loves us for who we are with all our cracks and imperfections and that 
sometimes it is important to acknowledge we have been damaged but have survived that 
damage.

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St Nicholas Church in Thames Ditton 

The Bulletts had a walk in Thames Ditton and found this delightful church with a 
Remembrance Garden and this warm invitation. 
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St Michael Paternoster Royal, London EC4 

The Moores came across this church in a rainy London last week.  The original building, 
which was first recorded in the 13th century, was destroyed in the Great Fire of London and 
the church was rebuilt under the aegis of Sir Christopher Wren.  However St Michael's was 
severely damaged during the Blitz and then restored between 1966 and 1968. 
 
In 1423 Richard "Dick" Whittington, the fabled Lord Mayor of London, was buried within its 
precincts.  Although the tomb is now lost, there is a stained glass window depicting Dick 
Whittington with this bundle and his cat!
