Karl’s Wildlife Photography 

As some of you will know, one of my hobbies is photography. Generally, I have focused on 

landscapes in the past. However, since the first lockdown and having discovered the beauty of 

Richmond Park, I have taken up wildlife photography as well. Like the former, it requires a degree of 

planning and patience to select a target and line up a shot, but unlike taking photos of landscapes, it 

is much more about capturing the moment. 

I have picked up a few tips along the way that have helped me: 

1. Stillness: Sudden movements can startle animals and frighten them off. Keeping still and 

calm can enable animals to relax and to trust you, which makes for better pictures. 

2. Quiet: Likewise, lots of noise and chatter is not helpful if you’re trying to capture snaps of 

animals like birds going about their daily business! 

3. Patience: If at first you don’t succeed, it is often worth persisting, and as with my photo of 

the parakeet taking off, you may get a nice surprise as a reward! 

4. Keep your distance: This may sound obvious, but the numbers of people who walk right up 

to deer and put themselves in danger are not insignificant! 

5. Proportions: Often the best photos do not centre the animal being captured, but instead 

give a sense of their surroundings. Keep in mind the ‘rule of thirds’, so that scenes look in 

proportion.
